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Safety Checklist:

O Paddle with a buddy.

O Dress appropriately - bring rain gear or poncho.

O Wear a personal flotation device (PFD) and/or paddleboard leash.
O Carry an extra paddle, a bilge pump or bailer, and a first aid kit.

O Leave a “float plan” with a friend - let them know where you are
going and when you plan to return.

O Watch for motorized watercraft and wakes. Carry a whistle and
wear highly-visible clothing and hat. An orange flag mounted
on a mast is recommended.

O Bring a smartphone and/or GPS receiver - keep in a sealable bag
with flotation (most smartphones will function normally while
inside a baggie). AVHF radio is recommended.

O Bring charts and/or guides - always know where you are.
O Bring water, snacks, insect repellant, and sunscreen.

[J Be aware of tides, currents and wave action. Do not venture into
the Chesapeake Bay or Potomac River unless you have the skills
and preparation to navigate open, unprotected waters.
